This product has IP code IPX4 waterproof performance

(splash-resistant type), provided that port covers are firmly closed.
*IPX4 is a standard for protection from splashing water.
Assuming use in close proximity to a shower, water is splashed against
the enclosure from all directions for a test period of five minutes.
*The waterproof performance of this product supports fresh
water and tap-water.

EMimportant notes regarding use

While this product can be used in proximity to showers, etc. and
will operate even when sprayed with water, it does not have a
completely waterproof specification. Please exercise due caution
with regards to the following points, as failure to do so may lead
to breakdown.

@Check that the port cover is firmly closed.

@Do not splash or soak with the following kinds of liquid, and do
not coat with sand or mud, as this will cause deterioration of
waterproof performance.

3. Advice about charging This product can be charged in two ways: by solar charging, or by USB charging.

Always turn the light off before charging.

(OPlease charge in an environment where the temperature is between 0°C/+32°F~+45°C/ +113°F. Between +10°C/+50°F~+45°C/

+113°F is preferable.

(OWhen solar charging and USB charging are performed simultaneously, the USB charge display will be given priority.

/\ Warning

of rechargeable batteries.

If, by any chance, the area around the rechargeable battery is too hot to touch, immediately stop using the product.
In discharge (when the light is on) and charging, a small amount of heat will be generated. This is a characteristic

@If the temperature of the rechargeable battery reaches +70°C/+158°F, the battery lamp will flash red as a warning. The lamp will be turned off when
the temperature drops to +60°C/+140°F. If charging, stop charging. Also, if the environment in which the product is being used becomes hot, move

the product to a cooler place.

2. How to use the light

Each time the switch is pressed, the light setting will
change in order from Off to High — Low — Off —

High...

Brightness gradually changes when switching from Off

to High and High to Low.

@ the battery lamp flashes red, please quickly charge the product) @The High/Low light setting does not change even after pressing the switch.

*Charging time varies depending on the amount of charge remaining in

the battery, the strength of sunlight, and the temperature.

Direct the solar panel on the base towards the sun.

When solar charging, the battery lamp will be illuminated green

for approximately 3 seconds and will then flash every 3 seconds.

In order to check that charging has been successful, press the

switch after approximately 6~12 hours from the start of

charging and then confirm the color of the battery lamp.

Ollf the light is not illuminated green at the start of charging,
this indicates that the brightness is such that charging is not
possible.

Oln order to enhance generation efficiency, set the surface to
receive sunlight in a vertical position.

OSufficient generation is not possible with general lighting
equipment such as fluorescent lights.

(OEven when charging indoors, direct the solar panel towards
sunlight next to an open window if at all possible. The
strength of sunlight is weakened when filtered through

curtains, UV-blocking windows and ground glass, so sufficient

generation is not possible under such conditions.

Guide to weather conditions and generation
*Latitude, season and weather, etc. are factors that affect the strength of
sunlight.

@USB charging

Charge by connecting to a USB charging AC power adapter

or computer USB port.

When USB charging, the battery lamp will be illuminated red,

and when charging is complete (after approximately 3

hours) the lamp will turn green.

OAfter charging, always remove the USB cable and firmly
close the port cover.

If left connected, the following pattern will repeat: 3-hour
charge (illuminated red) — 2-hour rest (illuminated
green) — 3-hour charge (illuminated red)...

OPlease thoroughly read the user's manual for the
connected USB charging AC power adapter or computer
USB port.

When using the light while charging, the light will automati-
cally turn off approximately 6 hours after being switched on.
